explanation within 7 days. The 7 days

begin from the first day they were

absent. If there are frequent or

extended absences, a doctor’s certificate

or other documentation may be

requested.

Travel

If travel during a school term is
necessary, please discuss this with your
child’s teacher. An Application for
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Extended Leave may need to be
completed and considered by myself or
my delegate. Absences related to travel
will be marked as leave and will
contribute to your child’s absences for
the year.

Significant Unexplained or Unjustified
absences

As per the Department’s policy, if
significant absences are noted, a referral
will be made to the Home School Liaison
Officer.
